On	line	cost	of
the	product	is	$99.99.

Purchasing	hazardous	materials/chemicals	is	prohibited	by	the	Purchasing	Card	Guidelines.		Do	you	know	if
anyone	in	Purchasing	was	contacted	about	this	or	if	they	provided	some	kind	of	excep6on?		(McGoldrick	Pcard)	–
Based	on	the	informa6on	provided,	this	type	of	product	has	been	purchased	since	the	90’s	by	another	name.	
Somewhere	in	the	2000’s	the	name	changed	to	Pramitol.		I	have	apached	an	example	of	our	Hazardous	Material
Inventory	of	2014	to	show	record	of	the	material	being	iden6fied	by	the	University	and	acknowledgement	that
we	retain	this	type	of	product	on	campus	for	usage.
